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Richard Rhoad was named Illinois Mathematics Teacher of the Year for 1985-86, and co-authored a highly successful geometry textbook, Geometry for Enjoyment and Challenge (McDougal-Littell).  Mr. Rhoad teaches at New Trier High School in Winnetka, Illinois, and earned $79,000 per year in the mid-1990's.  New Trier High, Alma Mater of Rock Hudson and Ann-Margret, serves a community of very high socio-economic status, with most graduates earning graduate degrees.  One of Mr. Rhoad's mathematics students competed on an International Olympiad team for the USA, and Rhoad's teams have won many state and national honors.  New Trier High frequently appears on Top Ten or Top Five High Schools lists.

Mr. Rhoad began as a speech teacher and got his Masters Degree in Administration.  Along the way he began taking mathematics courses, and became certified in secondary mathematics.  The remarks that follow are Mr. Rhoad's; they support these claims:

A)  Even confident teachers may have much to learn.

B)  Teacher training and experience may ignore effective ideas.

C)  Ongoing review routines help maximize achievement.  

D)  Even top students at top schools need ongoing review routines.
